e Establishes times and methods to get together with the goal of at least one meeting per month

e Establishes appropriate boundaries and is prepared to refer mentee to other resources if needed

e Commits to one year of mentoring relationship, with a 60 day check in period with IronMEN leadership
e Is committed to maintaining confidentiality, except where bound legally or ethically to do otherwise

e Agrees to liability waiver on application

e Agrees to be accountable to the IronMEN ministry leadership for encouragement, direction and support
